Just a reminder that all signs, chairs, tables and
other items that you may have on the City’s
sidewalks in the downtown area are no longer
allowed to be on the sidewalk after November
1% . This allows Public Works’ crews to plow and
treat the sidewalks during the winter.

Next spring if you desire to again place these items
on the City sidewalks, you will need to submit new
sidewalk encumbrance permits.

The conversion from manual to automated solid waste collection in the Downtown is scheduled to occur on
April 1%, 2023.

The mill and its stair tower are still there, but the flumes have been filled in. Building in distance with -
dormer windows was demolished in the late 1950s to make room for an addition to the City Savings

Bank (and is now occupied by the Lakes Region Mental Health Center). Other buildings on both |

sides of Mill Street were razed during the city’s Urban Renewal Program of the late 1960s and early
1970s. At that time, Beacon Street was extended south to the Main Street Bridge and was renamed -
Beacon Street East. The Municipal Parking Garage is seen at center; and a parking lot, on the right.
